Last year in Pune, in the evening, a 6 kg cylinder exploded, resulting in the death 

of a 45-year-old young man. A few days ago in Solapur, around 11 AM, a gas leak 

from a cylinder caused a large amount of gas to spread inside a house, leading to a 

fire. In that incident, a 23-year-old woman and her 5-year-old son lost their lives, 

and their bodies were found charred together. Such incidents continue to occur. 

 

These events could happen to you in the future as well because one cylinder has 

the capacity to knock down three RCC slabs. Therefore, to prevent domestic gas 

cylinder leaks and to discuss the necessary preventive measures, a training session 

has been scheduled on Thursday, 30/01/2025 at 2:15 PM.
